Like the workshops
in Atlanta and Chicago, this meeting was expanded to a day
and a half to accommodate a broader agenda and focus on
implementation. The workshop opened with a Welcoming Com-
ments panel featuring local transit executives. Paul Jablonski ,
Chief Executive Officer of San Diego Metropolitan Transit Sys-
tem and Matthew Tucker , Executive Director of North County
Transit District  dis-
cussed how their agen-
cies use public-private
partnerships (PPPs) to
expand their service
and improve efficiency.

The Rising Clamor: A Good Thing

I am sure you have noticed it i the great increase in the

interest i and sometimes debate i about PPPs. In the
ten years that |1 6ve been
anything like the current level of discussion, interest, de-
bate and profusion of misconceptions.

The frequency of press inquiries has more than doubled.
At | ast year6s Board of
10 press contacts for the year, a goal that was exceeded
by March of this year. While these contacts still include
the expected Atrade
tions, the major upswing has been with local papers who
are dealing with the concept of PPPs for the first time.
The number of requests for speakers for association
meetings has also jumped and includes local economic
development groups and national associations. One of
these initially might be thought of as an unlikely venue i
the National Association of Pharmacy Boards, which is
not interested in partnerships for its operations, but rather
how to help control state budgets and avoid cuts to their
budgets.

What is particularly interesting is how some in Congress
seem to be out of sync with much of the rest of the coun-
try. We are all aware that there are activist groups that
oppose partnerships i they sometimes can be very effec-
tive at local and national levels in propagating miscon-
ceptions about PPPs. However, a surprising number of
states has passed (Arizona, California and Michigan to
name only a few) or are actively considering legislation in

Broadband, Wi-Fi and PPPs - We are looking for experts!

While transportation funding has dominated the head-

lines associated with the American Recovery and Rein-
vestment Act (ARRA), there is another part of the legisla-
tion that is having major impacts on the partnerships in-
dustry. ARRA provides a total of $7.2 billion, nearly the
funding allocated to High Speed Rail, to the National
Telecommunications Information Administration (located
within the Department of Commerce) and the Rural

Utilities Service (Department of Agriculture) for the ex-
pansion of access to and adoption of broadband ser-
vices. Of this allocation, $4.7 billion is aimed towards the
development of broadband infrastructure in underserved
areas with the remaining $2.5 billion targeting investment
in broadband for rural communities. Funding is already
being awarded under a competitive loan, grant and loan-
grant combination project application process. The first
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round of this application process resulted in $28 billion in project
funding requests for $4 billion in available funds.

Public-private partnerships are, not surprisingly, the foundation
of many of the projects seeking these ARRA funds. Here at the
NCPPP home office, we know that many of our members are

active (or contemplating involvement) in these broadband ex-
pansion projects. If you are, we want to hear from you! The
Council is looking for interested members to be part of a discus-
sion group to explore how PPPs are being utilized to best use
ARRA funds in this infrastructure field. If interested, please
email Seth at smillergabriel@ncppp.org.

International Activities

The Council continues to be engaged in some international

activities. The United Nations Development Programme
(UNDP) has extended a contract for maintenance and updating
of the current case studies on the NCPPP website. In addition,
they have asked our International Institute to assist with a spe-
cial meeting to be held at the World Bank in December i Chair-
man Art Smith and Executive Director Rick Norment  will
serve as judges for the presenting of awards to outstanding
partnership projects in developing countries.

A number of international agencies continue to request that the
NCPPP conduct briefings for delegations. The World Bank has
requested one for senior officials from India, and the US State
Department has done the same for delegations from the Euro-
pean Union and Japan.

These activities can not only generate some additional income
for t he Council é6s

federal, state and local levels in the United States.

The Ralph L. Stanley Internship

In April, the Executive Committee voted to name the NCPPP

internship program after Ralph L. Stanley, a pioneer in promot-
ing the use of public-private partnerships for transportation pro-
jects. The internship program provides a learning environment
for graduate students interested in learning about PPPs.

The internship program is named for a truly inspirational PPP
advocate. Ralph Stanley spent much of his career with the De-
partment of Transportation and served as chief of staff for Sec-
retaries Drew Lewis and Elizabeth Dole. In 1983, Mr. Stanley
was appointed to head the U.S. Urban Mass Transportation
Admini stration ( UMTA, t he

growth of transit. While he was at the
UMTA, Mr. Stanley was appointed Execu-

Washington University (GW), with a
focus in Finance and Strategic Man-
agement. Mike received a Bachelors
Degree in Economics from Wake For-
est University in North Carolina. After
graduating he decided to pursue his
interest in politcs and worked on
transportation issues for the U.S.
Senate Committee on Commerce,
Science, and Transportation. After
four years on the Hill, Mike left to at-
tend business school where he hopes
to learn skills that will translate into a
job that spans both the public and
private sectors. At the NCPPP, Mike is
busy tracking state and federal PPP
legislation.

The previous intern was Megan

After leaving the federal government, Mr.
Stanley joined Bechtel and continued his
efforts for transportation by working on the
expansion of the Portland, Oregon light rail
system and the transit oriented develop-
ment which accompanied it. Always the
PPP visionary, Mr. Stanley campaigned for
ten years, through his Toll Road Corpora-
tion of Virginia, enabling the Dulles Green-
way to be built in Northern Virginia by get-
ting local support, lobbying for the law in
Richmond, under which it was granted a
concession, organizing options for land
purchases and interesting and lining up

Despite several failed financial
closings, Mr. Stanley was able to see construction begin before
he died of melanoma on April 2, 2001.

Through the internship program, our future leaders gain
the hands-on experience that will help improve their under-
standing of the value of public-private partnerships that will aid
them for the rest of their professional careers.
