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On January 27, the NCPPP and the Associated     

General Contractors of America (AGC) conducted the 
second in their series of workshops on public-private 
partnerships.  The first of these meetings was held in 
Charlotte, NC, in May 2008, and the most recent in    
Phoenix, AZ.  Both meetings saw approximately 100 
AGC members in attendance.  

The purpose of these meetings was to acquaint general 
contractors with the risks and opportunities of PPPs.  The 
Phoenix program was populated with a number of the 
NCPPP members:  McGuireWoods Consulting , Kiewit , 
Herzog Contracting Corporation , and Sundt Con-
struction, Inc.  All had major roles in the meeting. 
 
One of the most impressive presentations was given by 
Pete Rahn , Director of the Missouri Department of  
Transportation and recipient of the 2008 NCPPP      
Leadership Award.  Rahn emphasized that both the    
private sector and public sector share goals of success ï 
the difference being how that success is measured.  ñThe 
currency of the private sector is the return on investment, 
while the currency of the public sector is serving public 
needs ï these are not mutually exclusive and can both be 
fulfilled in public-private partnerships.ò  Rahn also noted 
that  public sector staff often needs help, in the form of      
guidance on contract models and complex contractual  
arrangements.            

He also emphasized the 
need to provide the proper 
perception for the general 
public about the rationale for 
the partnership.

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The dollars for all these efforts add up quickly.  This will 
be a rude awakening for some who had an expectation 
that the ARRA would be a significant answer to this    
infrastructure problem.  As expectations meet reality, 
public agencies are now recognizing that they will need to 
find alternate solutions for what they now recognize as 
their ñinfrastructure problem.ò  The response may be an 
increased use of PPPs.  Reliable sources believe that 
private capital available for infrastructure projects may be 
in the area of $450 billion, over five times that available in 
the ARRA.  The combination of real needs and available 
funds should bode well for partnerships. 
 
But this shift will not just happen without impetus from 
you.  Many agencies are still unfamiliar with the value of 
partnerships, and the safeguards for the public they    
incorporate.  NCPPP members need to be part of the 
public dialogue on how to address all these needs by 
explaining the options and benefits that PPPs provide.  
The NCPPP website includes a number of tools that can 
help in this process, but the key is your personal         
involvement with elected officials and professional civil 
servants.  The ARRAôs limitations present us with a 
unique opportunity as the expectations meet reality. 

Of obvious interest to members of the NCPPP is, ñHow 

will the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 
(ARRA), more commonly know as the Stimulus Package, 
impact the use of public-private partnerships?ò  While the 
short-term answer is not very positive, the long view is 
very encouraging. 
 
For all too many people, the expectations have been very 
high.  Some have pictured the stimulus package as ñthe 
answerò to a number of infrastructure funding problems, 
but the reality falls far short of that mark.  Of the Actôs 
total authorization of $787 billion, only $88 billion is   
dedicated to addressing infrastructure needs.  At the 
same time, the American Society of Civil Engineers    
estimates that the total cost of the countryôs infrastructure 
needs is closer to $2.2 trillion.  While you may debate the 
actual number (is the true need bigger or smaller?), there 
is genuine consensus that the need far outstrips the 
funds available, either through the ARRA or any of the 
current funding mechanisms at the federal, state or local 
levels.  The example of just one state illustrates the  
problem: while the ARRA provides about $840 million for 
transportation projects, that state also estimates the total 
need as being closer to $5 billion. 
 
Equally challenging is the timeframe within which the 
stimulus funds must be spent.  While the time varies from 
one type of project to another, all of the timeframes are 
so limited that developing a PPP from initial concept is 
not practical.  Only those partnerships that have        
completed negotiation and are awaiting the final financial 
agreement seem to be ones that might qualify for use of 
a portion of the ARRA funds. 
 
But there are some benefits tied to the ARRAôs shortfall 
in funding and time allowed.  For one, the act has further 
raised the public awareness of one of the longest    
standing challenges facing this country: the neglected 
condition of major portions of our infrastructure.  There is 
almost universal agreement that our roads, bridges,   
public buildings, water/wastewater and energy distribu-
tion systems (to name just a few) have been neglected,  
which has lead to a poor state of repair in all of these 
sectors.  While the press has increasingly highlighted this 
problem over the last year or two, Congressional action 
has further raised awareness of our sad state of affairs.  
Specifically, many now realize that there are not sufficient 
funds at the federal, state or local levels to answer the 
challenge. 
 
In addition to existing infrastructure, there is the need to 
expand and upgrade a number of sectors to meet the 
continued increase in public demand.   Traffic congestion 
is one of the most visible problems, but there are also 
major needs for improved energy efficiency in our public 
buildings, better compliance with EPA standards,        
expanding potable water supplies, and so much more.

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Public -Private Partnership Promoted for 
Lakes Hospital  

 
Queenstown, Australia ð A precedent-setting investment 
partnership in Queenstown's aging Lakes District       
Hospital is being advocated by the Government,         
potentially with health insurer Southern Cross or Ngai 
Tahu. 
  
Finance Minister Bill English said that he wanted 
"negotiations under way" within eight to 12 weeks for a 
"public-private partnership" deal for Lakes District      
Hospital.  
 
Such partnerships are popular in Australia for funding 
road projects, and are also used in the country's health 
sector.  

"The fit is obvious in Queenstown. It has seemed obvious 
for some time. It's no secret Southern Cross has shown  
interest in health provision in the area," Mr. English said. 
 
Health provision at the hospital has been under scrutiny 
for some time, with some bitterness emerging late last 
year when the Southland District Health Board revoked a 
promise to add two long-term residential care beds to the 
existing six.  
 
Despite population growth of almost 35% in Queenstown 
in recent years, the hospital has been funded for only six 
beds for the elderly during the past 20 years and         
distressed elderly local residents have had to leave   
families and go to Dunedin or Invercargill for care.

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Port of Oakland Signs 50 -year deal with   
Private Investor  
 
Oakland, CA ð The Port of Oakland will turn over opera-
tion of some of its terminals to a private investor in      
exchange for $686 million over the life of a 50 year deal. 
 
Ports America of Iselin, N.J. said it will install new cargo 
cranes in berths 20 through 24 and make other improve-
ments in exchange for collecting shipping revenue over 
the next half century. 
 
The port will receive a $60 million payment upfront plus 
annual rent payments starting at $19.5 million. That   
compares to $18.9 million in yearly rent the port gets from 
those berths now. 
 
The deal, finalized Tuesday, comes as Oaklandôs port 
joins ports across the country that are struggling with 
slumping cargo traffic due to the global economic down-
turn. The portôs cargo traffic declined 6.4 percent last 
year, the sharpest decline in eight years. 
 
Even as it finalized the deal with Ports America, the Port 
of Oakland is seeking a second, separate deal with a  
private investor. In that case the port wants to find an 
investor willing to build out almost 170 acres the port  
acquired from the former Army base along its border. The 
port is reviewing proposals that were due last month. 
 
The deal with Ports America, which operates terminals at 
50 ports in the United States, Mexico and Chile, begins in 
January 2010. Until then the terminals are being operated 
by APM Terminals Pacific Ltd.

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Alabama Legislators Push Bills to Expedite 
Toll Road Construction, US 280 Elevated 
Lanes  

 
Birmingham, AL ð Legislators and others are pushing 
bills that would expedite construction of a West Alabama 
toll road and elevated lanes on U.S. 280 in Shelby 
County.   The legislation also has the support of the   
governor, lieutenant governor and state transportation 
director.  
 
They say the legislation is necessary to give transporta-
tion officials access to a wider range of financing for road 
construction. One bill, supported by Lt. Gov. Jim Folsom 
and state Sen. Roger Bedford, D-Russellville, would set 
up public-private partnerships to fund and build highways.  
State Transportation Direc-tor Joe McInnes said the bills, 
if passed, will let state officials apply for federal money for 
toll roads available through the Federal Highway Admini-
stration. 
 
"The proposed toll bill will allow us to do public-private toll 
projects, stand-alone toll projects, and employ innovative 
contracting methods -- to design or build -- certain      
projects," McInnes said. "280 is one reason to do this."  
 
"What we want to do is encourage both local govern-
ments and private enterprise to join together in public-   
pri-vate partnerships that make sense to serve the needs 
of the public," Bedford said.

Vietnam To Investigate Public -Private Part-

Hanio, Vietnam ð The Japanese government will work 
alongside Vietnam to create an environment that fosters 
the development of Private-Public Partnership (PPP) 
models, transforming them into effective tools to the   
sustainable growth of Vietnam , according to a Japanese 
trade official. 
 
Toru Mihara, an expert from the Japan External Trade 
Organization (JETRO), said that the Vietnamese govern-
