situation and financial challenges, the NCPPP has weathered 
the storm through careful management of its resources, gains 
and losses.  
 
Throughout the meeting, plenary sessions offered a review of

the most recent trends in financing for the economic develop-

ment, energy, transportation 
and water sectors.  Overviews 
of the current legislative land-
scape and the emergence of 
dedicated units as an effective 
method of execution for the 
complete PPP process were 
addressed.  A presentation 
given by Joseph Pavona 
(Director, Office for Public-
Private Partnerships, Michigan 
Department of the Treasury) 
was highly rated in the post-
meeting electronic evaluations.  
Another speaker  who received 
outstanding ratings, Brian 
Sigritz (Director of Fiscal Stud-
ies for the National Association 
of State Budget Officers) who 
talked about the current eco-
nomic state of the states and 
grim prospects for the next few 
years.  
 

Another presentation which received very positive reviews 
was that of NCPPP President Judge Robert Hebert (Fort Bend 
County, Texas), who outlined the causes behind a public rela-
tions failure for the Trans Texas Corridor Initiative, one of the 
largest PPPs.   Likewise, the thought provoking discussion gen-
erated  from the talks given by Robert Lalka (Global Partner-
ship Liaison, U.S. Department of State, Office of the Secretary 
of State) and David Bloomgarden (Senior Vice President for 
Strategic Program Specialist, Multilateral Investment Fund/
Inter-American Development Bank)  in the International Insti-
tute session on Friday morning inspired very positive feedback

As noted in a num-
ber of plenary and breakout sessions, another factor for the 
success of this meeting is the increasing understanding that 
partnerships can be a critical key in addressing the problem of 
limited budgets and our growing public infrastructure needs.

The Distinguished Service Award was given to Illinois Tollway 
and Business Only Broadband for the Illinois Tollway Telecom-
munications Facility Leasing Program, which enables the Toll-
way to meet its own communication needs and leverage its 
infrastructure to offer cost-effective access to various commu-
nications services through private wireless and Internet pro-
viders through tower co-location along the 286-mile tollway 
system. 
 
Last but not least, a Distinguished Service Award was given to 
the Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District and Veolia 
Water Milwaukee for the operation and management of the 
regional wastewater reclamation system that services 28 mu-
nicipalities and 1.1 million people.  President and General 
Manager Scott Royer accepted the award on behalf of the 
Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District and Veolia Water 
Milwaukee.

jects in the field of public-private partnerships.  These awards 
recognized exemplary projects and services that illustrated 
best practices and innovative approaches in the use of PPPs.  
 
The NCPPP Awards Committee is composed of nationally rec-
ognized authorities in the use of PPPs, representing the wide 
range of applications of this tool. Award recipients were se-
lected in a very competitive process in several categories: 
Leadership, Infrastructure, Innovation and Service.  
 
The Distinguished Leadership Award is not awarded every 
year.  When awarded, it is given for exceptional individual 
actions in support of the use of PPPs. This year, this Award 
was presented to Governor Janice K. Brewer of Arizona for 
her leadership in securing passage of the revision of Title 28 of 
the Arizona Statutes, allowing for a wide range of transporta-
tion public-private partnerships, from design-build to design-
build-finance-operate-maintain projects. Through her leader-
ship, Governor Brewer was able to sign it into law on July 13th 
of this year. 
 
The Infrastructure Award is given in recognition of outstanding 
projects developed with the use of PPPs.  The 2009 Distin-
guished Infrastructure Award was presented to the Arizona 
Game and Fish Department and Lincoln Property Company 
for the Platinum LEED certified Arizona Game and Fish Depart-
ment headquarters. Chief Engineer, Fred Bloom, accepted the

Ken Butler (CAPITAL PARTNERSHIPS) reported on the quar-
terly meetings of the Executive Committee and its oversight of 
the daily operations of the NCPPP staff.  Don Levine (Veolia 
Water) reported on the 2009 financials, noting that the Coun-

which includes a conservative estimate on incomes and re-
straint on expenditures until there are clearer economic indi-
cations.  The budget was approved by the Board.

As was hoped, the Annual Meeting generated a lot of enthusi-

often misused, it does signal a major shift that seems to be 
underway.  This is substantiated by the number of states that 
have recently enacted new legislation in support of PPPs, and 
a dramatic increase in calls from both the public sector and 
the press. 
 
But this new awareness is a two edged sword.  With all this 
reexamining of PPPs comes  opportunities for the Council to 
expand its education efforts.   
 

 

There can be confusion exactly what constitutes a public-
ǇǊƛǾŀǘŜ ǇŀǊǘƴŜǊǎƘƛǇΣ ǘƘŜ ŘƛǎǘƛƴŎǘƛƻƴǎ ŦǊƻƳ άtǊƛǾŀǘƛȊŀǘƛƻƴέΣ 
and how profit and meeting pubic needs are not conflicting 
interests.  Fortunately, there appears to be no shortage of 
speaking opportunities to clarify misperception and better 
understand the applicability of PPPs to specific public 
needs. 
The other edge of the sword is that numerous groups 
(many of them for-profit companies) are entering the field, 
conducting high priced meetings with remarkable market-
ing budgets (which can account for the registration fees 
that can be three or four times that of an NCPPP event).
